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A difficulty is something that hinders or
prevents the child/young person from
participating in or accessing learning.

The SEND Code of Practice 2015
says:

- A child or young person has SEN
(Special Educational Needs) if they
have a learning difficulty or disability
which calls for special educational
provision to be made for him or her. Examp les of need:

If you can say what it is that the pupil finds
difficult, you have the need.
